AND THE COVENANT OF
GRACE

Children, parents, and even the church are different now than 
they were when we were growing up. God’s faithfulness to His 

people stays the same. How can we tell God’s story 
intentionally to our children? We will discuss the 

characteristics of God’s covenant and the implications that 
has on us in the covenant community. 

No child is perfect. No parent is perfect. What do you do
when the child goes astray? What does “showing grace” look
like in those situations? This session will consider the topic of
discipline and how parents strive to reveal the character of

God in the midst of imperfection. 

Parents are still the most influential voice in their child’s life.
We can steward that influence as we evaluate opportunities

to lead and teach children in our homes, pray for our
families and create family rhythms that set the stage for

these opportunities. 

Consider how you invest your time and resources to connect
church and home. This session will discuss how to develop a
culture of discipleship in our families. The formation of our

children is happening sooner than we think.
